If you are a continuing HCTC student or transfer student, all applications submitted must include: 
 1.  Completed HCTC Scholarship Application. 
 2.  Official Transcript from  non-KCTCS college-level work sent directly to Scholarship Office. 
 3.  Documented ACT, SAT, or COMPASS test scores 
 
All applicants are required to have a complete file in the HCTC Office of Admissions. 
 
Recipients of HCTC Institutional Scholarships are permitted to receive scholarships for a  
maximum of four academic semesters (Certain donors do permit an exception of the 4 semester rule and 
those will be dealt with on a case by case basis).   
 
Applicants with Bachelor/Master degrees are NOT permitted to receive HCTC Institutional  
Scholarships. 
 
All information and documentation on file by March 31, 2006,  including COMPASS scores will be 
used  in the assessment of your 2006-2007 scholarship file. 
 
Scholarships are determined by an overall factor using  the GPA and ACT/COMPASS test scores.
